. Age Category: 55 years of age and over
2. Events: Team only. One round robin with teams playing minimum of 3 games.

3. Participation:
a) Each zone may enter two teams.
b) Minimum of 11 players and maximum of 16.
c) Teams may nominate non-playing manager.

4. Equipment / Uniforms:
a) Each team to supply its own cricket equipment (bats, pads, gloves, etc.).
b) Uniform of players to be white trousers, white or coloured team shirts.
c) The organizers of the cricket section to supply suitable cricket ball, two per
games.

5. Assuming there is only ONE ground for all matches:
a) Three teams ... each team plays the others twice
b) Fourteams ... each team plays the others once. Top two play for gold/silver

third and fourth for bronze.

c) Five teams ... each team plays the others once.

d) Six teams ... 2 groups of three. Top of each group plays for gold/silver ..
second in each group play for bronze.

2 points awarded for a win, 1 point for a tie and 0 points for a loss.

6. Competition Rules:

M.C.C. rules of cricket apply with the following exceptions for BCSGS:

a) Each side will receive 16 overs of 6 balls.

b) Bowlers limited to 3 overs with a 10 yard run-up maximum.

c) All batsmen retire after scoring 25 runs. If one of the last pair of batsmen is
out, the remaining batsman may continue on to his 25 run maximum or until
out.

d) Appeals for LBW shall be frowned upon.
